Youth Club Rules

(please retain for your own copy)

This is your youth club. It is up to you to make it an enjoyable and worthwhile youth club. For the benefit of all it is important that the following rules are obeyed.

· Any problems to be reported to a youth club leader.

· Breakage’s resulting from misuse / malicious intent – must be paid for by the person(s) responsible. Admittance will be refused until the breakage is paid for.

· Everyone must stay in the hall

· Everyone to sign in and pay entrance fee each night.

· Everyone must pay an weekly attendance fee of £1, otherwise they will be asked to leave the premises.

· Everyone must pay a yearly membership of £2, which is used to buy equipment and maintain the minibus. This must be paid on or before 4 weeks attendance, otherwise admittance will be refused until membership is paid.

· Instructions from youth club leaders to be obeyed.

· No Alcohol (to be taken before the youth club or brought to the club).

· No Bullying

· No Smoking

· No Swearing

· Respect the Church and Youth Club premises / equipment

· Respect the Leaders

· The epilogue is part of the youth club activities and must be attended.

Any breach of these rules will result in the person not being welcome back, for a period of time, to the youth club. The reasons for a person not being welcome back will be reported to the family concerned.

Unsubstantiated threats/intimidation made against leaders will result in a permanent ban, this will be reported to the family concerned.

The youth club begins at 8:00pm and finishes at 10:30pm, most Friday nights between October and May.
